The page for athletes once they log in should look similar to homepage but have different section headings. 

I forgot to mention one other very important aspect to our site. That is the languages that are available. We would like to have the ability to choose a language to view our homepage and main sections in. The information can remain in English in the logged in and functioning parts of the site.

Admin module: When we add a sport this will include some of the same universities, as well as new ones and more coach information. When we need to add a new sport ( ex: basketball), the previous university profiles will be updated with the new sport and a link to their homepage. For the new universities a simple profile will be created for them with the new sport, and their general information. 

From the coach’s' perspective they can search for an athlete’s by sport, gender, position, level of competition recommended/requested, we might possibly add some other filters at a later date. Each sport will be a little different. We are starting with tennis (gender and level of competition requested), soccer (this will be filtered by gender, level of competition, position(s)), and track and field (gender, level of competition, event(s)). Not all athletes will choose a level of competition. Our main focus is providing a service for athletes for now. Each sport will be unique in that they might not all of positions and each sport will have different positions or events to search by.

From Athlete perspective: Search for schools by sport, gender, level of competition (NCAA DIV 1 and 2, NAIA, NJCAA) State, Conference. Then a list of schools that match these requirements will appear with options to click and see each school profile and then email one coach with a general cover letter with their name and info and link to their profile. We also want athletes to have the option to choose multiple schools and coaches that meet the search criteria and email them all at once. Maybe up to 15 schools at once. 

From Admin we would like to see what schools each athlete has looked at and contacted, and what school contacted them and viewed their profile. 

Each athlete should have an email address automatically created when they sign up and be able to receive messages to their profile and forwarded to their personal email address as well. Example: John Smith signs up and his email is created J.Smith@eurorecruiting.com to send and receive emails from his login screen.
University Profile: Basic profile should be automatically generated. It will list the sports they have, address, level of competition, and other basic info and a link to their official school website and each athletic department’s website. All this info we have in our excel contact list. We do not want the coach’s’ emails to be displayed. We want the athletes to use our email system and services. If a coach wants to they can upload a school logo, and other information in general areas. For example the soccer coach can add a paragraph about their soccer program and his phone number. This information will have to be approved by admin before being posted. Coach will not need an individual profile to post info, just a profile to log into and view athletes’ profiles and search for athletes. The main part of the site is for athletes to create a profile and have a searchable database of resources and athletic program contact information. This will help athletes to advertise themselves and promote themselves to get recruited. We do not expect too many coaches to use the site to start out, at least until we have quite a few athletes. We do want athlete’s profiles to be viewable only to logged in coaches and members. For guests, they should be able to view a thumbnail picture and first name on athletes sorted only by sport and gender. 

By level or ability I mean what division and level of competition the athlete would like to play. US university sports programs or divided into NCAA, NAIA and NJCAA and each of these associations have different division and levels of competition. The NCAA schools are must larger and better at sports than NAIA schools. So for example Arizona State University is an NCAA, Division 1 school. They are a very competitive and one of the top schools in the US at their sports. Azusa Pacific University is an NAIA school. They have sports scholarships, but are nowhere near the level of skill it takes to play at a school like Arizona State. We have our universities categorized by these different associations (NCAA, NAIA, and NJCAA) and division (Division 1, 2, 3) and many of them also belong to conferences. 

When athletes sign-up: Yes! they will see a screen that says thank you for your application and information. We will be in contact with you shortly at your listed email/telephone. You will not be billed and your profile will not be loaded until after we contact you. 

We will edit and create the content for this later on. 

We should email them their username and password and their new email address that will be working once we approve their application. 

Great idea with locking an athlete’s search criteria to sport and gender. That will make it easier for them. I was just going to have them choose their sport and gender each time. Thanks for the feedback! Each athlete will only compete in one sport.
